- Social services: Finnish seamen’s mission, Finnish schools and children’s homes

- Some of our partner universities arrange work placements locally. The working language is English or
the local language.

- In Europe you can also look for and arrange work placements independently.

- Check the placement goals and contents of your degree programme carefully
- Contact interesting organisations that might provide tasks that are suitable for the placement
